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Fredonia Achievement Award: SUNY Fredonia offers 60 merit-based scholarships of $1000 each to new freshmen and transfer students who have demonstrated exemplary academic achievement, leadership, and significant involvement in school and community activities. The Fredonia Achievement Award recognizes academic excellence and the importance of extracurricular activities in the overall educational experience while encouraging the continuation of involvement in activities on campus. Students who have a minimum unweighted high school average of 89 and a minimum 1120 SAT or 25 ACT score, or a transfer grade point average of 3.0, and have contributed significantly to school/community life, are eligible to apply. Recipients of this award are required to live in the college residence halls. $500 of the award will be applied to the cost of room rent for each of the first two semesters on campus.

President's International Scholar Award: This scholarship is a renewable $3,000 per year award (equally distributed $1,500 each semester) given to incoming non-resident undergraduate international freshman or transfer students with a minimum high school average of 90/1100 SAT or college GPA of 3.25. In order to receive this award, students are required to enroll as full-time students, maintain residence outside of New York State and international student status. All students must live in a university residence hall (freshman for three years, transfers until they reach senior standing).  The scholarship is renewable for up to four years for entering freshman, and less for transfers, depending on their entering status. Scholarship recipients must maintain the required 3.0 GPA; make normal academic progress towards graduation, maintain a record of good student conduct, and stay enrolled full-time.

Carnahan-Jackson Scholarship: This scholarship is a one-time $4,000 award offered to incoming freshman and transfer students who demonstrate academic promise with preference given to qualified students from the Jamestown, NY area. Students who have a minimum unweighted high school average of 92 and a minimum 1250 SAT or 28 ACT score, or a transfer grade point average of 3.5, are eligible to apply.

Transfer Award: In the spring of each year, scholarships are awarded to transfer students who have demonstrated outstanding academic achievement and who have earned an associate degree from a SUNY two-year college. There is no application. Students are evaluated by their college transcript and notified in late spring.
