Transfer students entering the College at Oneonta with an associate degree from a two-year college are eligible for transfer scholarships. For serious consideration for a scholarship, it is important to file the application for admission as early in the sophomore year as possible. The first awards are made in mid-December. The Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) should be filed as soon after January 1st as possible.
Every qualified transfer applicant is considered for a scholarship. There are no additional applications for scholarships other than the application for admission, and in the case of financial need as a criterion, the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) will be used

Percy L. Bugbee Scholarship for Excellence: This is a $500-$1,000 renewable scholarship available to students who have demonstrated academic excellence. 
Oneonta Auxiliary Services Merit Scholarship: This is a $1,000 renewable scholarship for students who have demonstrated academic achievement. 

College at Oneonta Foundation Board of Directors Scholarship for Academic Excellence: This is a $1,000 renewable scholarship available to students who have demonstrated academic excellence. 

Edward K. Griesmer '63: This scholarship pays for the cost of a meal plan, up to$2,500. Eligible students must reside on campus with a meal plan and demonstrate academic achievement.

Mildred Haight '22 Memorial Scholarship: This is a one-time award of $500 available to students who have demonstrated academic achievement. 

Alice & Haverly Moyer '32: This is a $1,000-$1,250 renewable scholarship available to students who have demonstrated academic achievement. 

Scholarships for Students with Specific Majors:
Muriel and Kenneth Kellerhouse Scholarship: This is a $500-$1,000 renewable scholarship available to theatre majors.

John and Joan Brooks Scholarship for Food Service and Restaurant Administration: This is an $800-$1,000 scholarship available to Food Service and Restaurant Administration majors.

Julia T. Elting: This is a $500 renewable award available to non-traditional students (age 23+) with a demonstrated financial need.
